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Nine years ago, several Aggies

had a dream to socially mentor students ing
\ Houston’s disadvantaged schools, hoping to keep
them in school, out of gangs, and thinking about college
and the future. The idea was simple: to pair Aggie volunteers with
students in the third grade one Saturday each month during the
school year to do something fun. The volunteers would stay with these
éo) students until they graduated from high school ten years later, helping
them grow by instilling A&M’s core values - Loyalty, Integrity, Excellence,
Leadership, Selfless Service, and Respect. Many said it couldn’t be done. Many said it was too big of a commitment.
Many said the group would face too many challenges. But this May, Yancey Elguezabal proved the many wrong when
she graduated early from Academy of Choice and was accepted to college.

Yancey wanted to apply to Texas A&M, but because she graduated early, she
missed the application deadline, as she was considered a junior and ineligible
until too late. Not to be deterred, Yancey applied to Texas A&M Galveston, but
it was not to be right now. So, she’s starting her college career at HCC, with
English, Biology, Education, and Piano, but will be applying to TAMU each
semester until she gets in.

Yancey is the middle child of Maricela and Homero, owners of KYA Wrecker
Services, named for older brother Keven, Yancey, and younger brother Alan.
Her parents work together, driving a truck and running the business. Keven is following in his dad’s footsteps, obsessed
with cars and mechanics. Alan is a self-taught firearms expert, taking Yancey to the range
to teach her, all the while obsessing over her safety. Yancey is the studious one, heart set on being
a heart surgeon and letting nothing get in her way.

As a young student, Yancey loved school, but struggled a lot, watching her friends in gifted and
talent programs, while she struggled just to keep up with the basics. Her struggles led to her
selection for the newly created CAMP program at Treasure Forest Elementary, a place where
Yancey finally felt she belonged. “I was so excited,” Yancey recalls, “someone wanted me” And
Yancey has made the most of it.

As a third grader, Yancey quickly bonded with the group leaders, Freddie Wong ’69, Sammie Williams 68, but she
always felt a special connection with Lisa Buckner ’84. “She’s amazing!” So it’s not surprising that as Yancey prepared to
leave the CAMP program as an eleventh grader, she spent her last hours mentoring the new group of third graders on
their first trip, her favorite.

Yancey vividly recalls her first CAMP trip - nine years ago - to a

Houston Dynamo game. It was her first time in a stadium and they sat

in the very front, but the best part was that the Dynamo won! To this

day, she likes to root for the winning team. But Yancey’s favorite trip is to
Freddie’s Farm, where this self-professed city girl
gets to spend time in wide open spaces, “with no
traffic and no honking,” just “lots of land with little
houses in the middle” Yancey says: “I fell in love
with it the first time we went out there. The last

On the bus trip out to the farm, one third grader, Gabby, never stopped
talking to Yancey about school, her friends, and even her favorite food.
“She reminded me of me at that age.” They really connected and spent
most of the day together. But it’s not all fun and games; sometimes even
the bravest are tested. Before the egg hunt started, Gabby was playing
on the tractor when the door shut on her fingers. She was
inconsolable, but even though it broke her heart, Yancey
kept trying, talking to her to distract her while they
iced her swollen fingers and eventually coaxing
her to hunt for eggs (Gabby found several, Yancey
found none) by tricking her into singing Let it Go
from Frozen.

And we haven’t seen the last of this amazing young
lady. She very much wants to be an Aggie and plans
to continue volunteering
with CAMP. When asked how
she went from being a slow learner struggling
with school to a top student graduating early
just because she joined the CAMP program,
Yancey speaks with the eloquence of some-
one much more experienced, stating simply:
“I’m part of this. I don’t want to let them
down.” And as she embarks on her new
college journey, she laughs: “When I think
back to my childhood, these are my memories.”
